Welcome to pre-IB History 10. This course is designed to introduce you to the writing and research skills necessary for the IB History course while giving you a solid understanding of the emergence and development of world civilizations. Students will be given the opportunity to study a variety of civilizations in order to gain insight into the cultural, political, economic and military forces that have shaped the modern world.
Course Outcomes:

The pre-IB History 10 course is based on the following outcomes. Students must meet the outcomes in order to receive the course credit.
Birth of Civilizations

BC1.  Demonstrate an understanding of the characteristics that define ancient civilizations.

BC2.  Demonstrate awareness and understanding of the chronology of human development and historical periods.

BC3.  Develop an awareness of the fundamental needs of people to form groups and establish structures which validate and nurture civilizations.

BC4.  Demonstrate an understanding of the different regions of the ancient world and be able to explain their various contributions.

BC5.   Evaluate historic events and human accomplishments of Greece and Rome and two other ancient civilizations: For example: Mesopotamia, Egypt, India, China, Hebrews, Persia, or any other civilization

Political Structures

PS 1. Investigate and explain the source of governance that developed from ancient history to the Renaissance.

PS 2 Compare and contrast political structures to ascertain the interdependent relationship between distinct polities while recognizing cultural, racial and ethnic diversity.

PS 3. Demonstrate the connection between governmental systems and their impact on economic development and class diversity.

PS 4. Analyze and explain how modern political systems/structures have evolved from early political origins.

PS 5. Assess how political power and authority have been used to create both social cohesion and conflict.

Empires

E1. Demonstrate an understanding of the factors that gave rise to empires.

E2. Investigate the socio-economic factors that led to the development of imperialist exploitation within an empire.

E3. Identify the strengths and weaknesses of at least two empires from selected case studies.

E4. Analyze a range of “voices” of constituencies from within the empires through the use of primary source material.

E5. Evaluate the impact and influences of ancient empires and imperialism on contemporary societies through politics, culture, technological advancements or economies.
Religions and Civilizations

RR 1: Identify the impact religion has had on the development of human culture.

RR2: Explore and summarize three or more of the major world religions: Judaism, Christianity, Islam, Hinduism, Buddhism.

RR3. Investigate the relationship between religion and historical events.

RR4.  Evaluate the impact religion and ancient history has had on modern society.
Revolutions

R 1.  Demonstrate a historical understanding of the concept of revolution throughout history in relation to influences of cultural, racial, ethnic and commercial factors.

R 2. Assess and evaluate the impact locally, nationally and globally of revolutionary activity in a cultural, political, religious, commercial and technological manner over time.

R 3. Compare and contrast how various revolutionary activity has either benefited or hindered societal elements.

R 4. Evaluate through analysis the impact of revolution on those that govern and those that are governed.

R 5. Describe the influence of philosophical thought on revolutionary activity.
Classroom expectations:

· Attend each class – a lot of material is covered in an 80 minute class. Attendance determines success in a semester system.

· Students are responsible for catching up on missed work. This is to be arranged with the teacher outside of class time.

· Be on time – you are expected to be in class, seated at your desk with your course materials out when class starts

· Be respectful of others and your environment – disrespect of staff, other students or the classroom will not be tolerated. Our room is a learning environment and you are expected to treat it accordingly.
· Be diligent with assignments and study time – this is a big change for many grade 10 students. Assignments need to be completed on time and with the highest degree of quality. You will need to set aside time to complete assignments and study for tests and quizzes. Developing these skills now is essential for future success.

· No food or drink (except water) in the classroom.

· No iPods, cell phones etc. to be used during class time without the permission of the teacher.

Assessment and Evaluation:

Students will be assessed in a variety of ways. A focus of this course is to introduce students to IB style evaluations such as essay tests, document analysis and research investigations. Students can also expect to complete more familiar forms of assessment like presentations, quizzes, projects and in-class assignments. There is a final exam at the end of the semester.
